What was King’s Legacy

King led a campaign of nonviolent protests and civil disobedience in the
struggle to end discrimination, including racial segregation, in the US in
the 1950s and 1960s.

He pushed for social and economic improvements for African Americans
while also fighting for legal equality.

“King was a critical force in bringing the anti-Black, racist struggles
facing Black Americans to the communities, living rooms and dinner
tables of white Americans who had long had the privilege of overlooking
and denying its existence,” journalist Jenn M Jackson wrote for Al
Jazeera in 2021. “He did this while sacrificing his own safety and the
safety of his family.”

Speaking about his legacy, Taylor Branch, his biographer, told Al Jazeera
in 2018: “We were on the mission to redeem America from the triple
scourge of racial bigotry, of war and poverty for a largely invisible
minority, [and] to have that ambition is just stunning.”

Race was at the heart of this struggle, but the impact was also economic.
Black people earned far less than white people, and King wanted to
highlight that.

His long-term goal, according to Branch, was to launch a Poor People’s
Campaign, a multiracial effort to eradicate poverty.

King led a nonviolent movement. His strong beliefs in civil rights and
non-violence also made him a fierce opponent of America’s participation
in the Vietnam War.

King’s ideas and work made him increasingly unpopular during his
lifetime. In 1966, 63 percent of Americans had an unfavorable view of
King, up from 37 percent in 1963, according to a Gallup poll. Today, he is
one of the most respected people in the country.

e King lider6 una campaiia de protestas no violentas y desobediencia civil en
la lucha para poner fin a la discriminacion, incluida la segregacion racial,
en Estados Unidos en las décadas de 1950 y 1960.

e Impulsé mejoras sociales y economicas para los afroamericanos y al
mismo tiempo luché por la igualdad legal.

o "King fue una fuerza fundamental para llevar las luchas racistas y
anti-negras que enfrentan los estadounidenses negros a las comunidades,
salas de estar y mesas de los estadounidenses blancos que durante mucho
tiempo habian tenido el privilegio de pasar por alto y negar su existencia',
escribio la periodista Jenn M. Jackson para Al Jazeera en 2021. “Hizo esto
sacrificando su propia seguridad y la de su familia”.

e Hablando de su legado, Taylor Branch, su biografo, dijo a Al Jazeera en
2018: “Teniamos la mision de redimir a Estados Unidos del triple flagelo
del fanatismo racial, de la guerra y la pobreza para una minoria en gran
medida invisible, [y] tener ese La ambicion es sencillamente
impresionante”.

e La raza estuvo en el centro de esta lucha, pero el impacto también fue
economico. Los negros ganaban mucho menos que los blancos y King
queria resaltar eso.

e Su objetivo a largo plazo, segin Branch, era lanzar una Campaiia de los
Pobres, un esfuerzo multirracial para erradicar la pobreza.

e King lider6o un movimiento no violento. Sus firmes creencias en los
derechos civiles y 1a no violencia también lo convirtieron en un feroz
oponente a la participacion de Estados Unidos en la guerra de Vietnam.

e Las ideasy el trabajo de King lo hicieron cada vez mas impopular durante
su vida. En 1966, el 63 por ciento de los estadounidenses tenia una opinion
desfavorable de King, frente al 37 por ciento en 1963, segun una encuesta
de Gallup. Hoy es una de las personas mas respetadas del pais.
